President Linda Poole announced that the open meeting laws was posted on the wall as well as on Millard Public Schools
website and available for public inspection and asked everyone to join in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll call was taken. Mrs. Poole, Mr. Anderson, Mr. Pate, Mrs. Jolley, Mr. Kennedy, and Mrs. McGill Johnson were present.

Mrs. Poole announced now the proper time for public questions and comments on agenda items only. We had seven requests
to speak.

The following people spoke regarding the return to school plan:

Maxwell-Ostdiek of 16626 Harney Street, Allen Hager of 16408 Riggs Street, Alan Koziol of 5835 S. 140th Avenue, and
Alesha Hintz of 4364 S. 152nd Circle.

Motion was made by Mike Kennedy, seconded by Amanda McGill Johnson, to approve the Board of Education minutes for
July 6, 2020, approve the bills and receive the treasurer’s report and place on file. Voting in favor of said motion was: Mr.
Pate, Mr. Anderson, Mrs. Jolley, Mrs. McGill Johnson, Mrs. Poole, and Mr. Kennedy. Voting against were: None. Motion
carried.

Mrs. Poole requested to move the Opening School report to the top of the agenda. There was no objection.
Superintendent’s Comments: None

Board Comments:

Dave Anderson: Mr. Anderson welcomed back teachers. Mr. Anderson said that the district has done a great job providing
choices for parents. He feels that we have provided flexibility. He loves the fact that we will be back at 100 percent. He said
teachers face many challenges this fall and he hopes parents give them grace.

Mike Pate: Mr. Pate thanked the speakers for providing feedback. Mr. Pate echoed Mr. Anderson’s comments. Mr. Pate said
there is no play book for this situation. He thanked Tim Royers and the MEA for their support. He also thanked Dr. Sutfin
and his administration teams. Mr. Pates fully supports students being in school and he likes that we have giving the parents
options.

Mr. Pate said Millard Public Schools Foundation Executive Director Carlos Castillo officially started today and that Angelo
Passarelli would remain for another month to help with transition. Mr. Pate shared that the Foundation began their strategic
plan process and the main goal they will be focusing on communication both internally and externally.

Stacy Jolley: Mrs. Jolley thanked Dr. Sutfin and everyone who helped make graduation possible. She said the event was
wonderful. She thanked Baxter Arena for making the event safe. Mrs. Jolley also thanked the people joining us via ZOOM,
the speakers, teachers, MEA, Dr. Sutfin and all administrators for all their work. She said her goal is for our students to stay
in school. She appreciated the fact that we are going back at 25 percent the first week. She thinks this allows us the necessary
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time needed for students to learn the new procedures, processes and rules. Mrs. Jolley said she trusts the Millard Public
Schools administration to do what is best for our students and she relies on their expertise.

Mike Kennedy: Mr. Kennedy thanked our administrators and MEA for all the heavy lifting they have done. He feels it is
important for our students to return to school. Mr. Kennedy mentioned a recent article in the Omaha World Herald that upset
him.

Amanda McGill Johnson: Mrs. McGill Johnson thanked everyone for the wonderful graduation ceremony. She thanks
everyone for engaging in our democracy. She appreciated the conversation we are having regarding racial equity. She said
she has learned a lot about herself in the past few months through this process. She also said getting students back into the
building is a priority.

Linda Poole:

Mrs. Poole thanked staff and administrators for the wonderful graduation. She is grateful that we were able to provide it for
our students. She said she felt safe during the entire event. Mrs. Poole welcomed staff back today. Mrs. Poole said she
teaches in a neighboring district and said she has a teacher’s lens on through this process. She thanked Tim Royers and the
MEA for their support. She wholeheartedly supports students returning to school. She also said we need to show grace
through this process. She said the concurrent remote and in person learning options will help to reduce the class size. She
appreciated this plan and all the time spent working on this. Mrs. Poole asked the community to help us to stay in school. She
would like us to work together in a partnership.

Reports:

Opening School Report
Superintendent Dr. Sutfin shared that the education of our students is our primary mission and the safe operation of our

schools and safety of our students is our primary concern in fulfilling that mission. The goal is to safely open our schools and
keep them open.

Dr. Sutfin shared that a COVID-19 website has been created as a resource for families. He said this is where you can find
important information. Dr. Sutin highlighted two important pages on this site which are the Return to School Safety Protocols
as well as the FAQ’s. As we respond to this virus this is where we will provide updated information. Dr. Sutfin said we will
also continue to communicate via email.

Dr. Sutfin shared our goals, with the most important being the opening of our schools. He said today we hit the first of two
important milestones. The first is having our teaching staff return to our buildings. This has been the first time they have been
back in the buildings fully since March 12th. The second will occur on Monday, August 10th when we will have students
back in our schools. He also shared our goals which are:

e Keeping Students and Staff Safe.

e Return to 100% In-Person Learning Everyday.

e Prevent Virus Transmission at School.

e Return to Thriving.

Dr. Sutfin said today we kicked off our staff fall workshop, which included training in safety and PPE Protocols and Training
for Concurrent Online Enrollment. He said this is a lot to undertake. Dr. Sutfin said next week we will begin student
induction and safety training. We chose to bring students back in smaller groups for various reasons. He said first and
foremost we did this to accelerate the building of relationships between teachers and students. By having smaller groups of
kids we can social distance which will reduce the amount of time they are required to wear a mask. This also allows for us to
rehearse and practice the safety protocols. If we are going to thrive and keep our schools open we need to have 100 percent
compliance with the safety protocols.

Dr. Sutfin explained how the concurrent enrollment will work. He explained that students will zoom into their classes at the
time the class would normally meet and attend the class during all direct instructional time. He said it is live and it has a
schedule which is very different from what was done in the spring. He said we have purchased some web cameras which will
be added to classrooms when they come in. For the time being we will use laptops to Zoom students into the classroom. Dr.
Sutfin said we currently have 4,197 students enrolled in remote learning. He shared that not all classes will be offered for
remote students. A parent guide for remote learners has been created and communicated to parents. Students who are remote
learning can not participate in extracurricular activities.
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Dr. Sutfin shared that the social emotional health of your students and staff is very important. Dr. Sutfin shared the types of
support that is being offered to students and staff:

Dr. Sutfin said our goal is to stay open. To help achieve this we have implemented the following:
Required Masks

Fall Workshop to train Teachers on safety protocols

Induction Week to train students on safety

Remote learning option reduced daily in person attendance by about 20%

Dr. Sutfin explained the difference between community spread and quarantine.

Dr. Sutfin said we can stop community spread in our buildings by following the safety protocols that have been developed.
He said many of the things we have put in place such as masks, hand sanitizers, and social distancing will help us to not have
community spread. If we have COIVD-19 brought into our schools it does not meet we will have community spread. Our
goal is to have no community spread. He said we need the community's help with controlling community spread. He
explained that if there is an exposure to COVID-19 that is concerned to be a “close contact exposure” the person will likely
be on a fourteen day quarantine. A close contact would be someone who had more than fifteen minutes of close contact
without a mask to the affected person. That will be mandated by the health department. He said if a student has to quarantine
they can go to the remote learning option to continue their education. The concern is when it involves our teachers. He said
when teachers have to be quartines then the disruption to the learning environment begins.

Dr. Sutfin shared the Human Resources has developed which includes:

e Communicated with all staff regarding returning to work and any needed accommodations. Working through
responses.

e Securing 25-30 subs for long-term work for the first 12 weeks of year. Hired 4 itinerant elementary staff members
to be used as needed throughout the year.

e Continuing to hire local option subs and regular subs each week.

Dr. Sutfin shared the current Douglas and Sarpy County Health Department Health Risk Dial. As well as the 7-Day averages
and case by age charts. He also shared the zip code compared to recovery percentage report.

Dr. Sutfin said the week of August 17th we will return 100% for in-person learnings. He said our goal is 100% of our
in-person students in school everyday. As a note of caution Dr. Sutfin said if things change, we may be forced to implement
our 50-50 model or change to 100% remote learning. Dr. Sufin said returning 100% in person will help to avoid learning loss
and protect our students’ mental health.

It does not reflect all of the various professional development
coordinated by buildings or other District departments. It does cover the six major areas supported by the Leadership &
Learning Department. She thanked Dr. Case and Dr. Tripple for all their work to develop professional development for
hourly and salaried staff during the pandemic.
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Student Information System Update
Executive Director of Assessment, Research, and Evaluation Dr. Darin Kelberlau shared that a new student information
system will be launched during the 2020-21 school year called Synergy.
Some benefits offered by the new system are:
e Increased Efficiency
A Robust Gradebook
A Modern Interface
Streamlined Special Education Processes
User Friendly Features

Dr. Kelberlau said Synergy has an outstanding suite of apps including StudentVUE, ParentVUE, TeacherVUE, AdminVUE,
HealthVUE, SEVUE, CounselVUE, and KioskVUE. He provided an overview of these applications.

Legislative Report

Executive Director of Activities, Athletics & External Affairs Nolan Beyer said today was day 54 of the 60 day session. He
said this leaves six days in the session. All of the talk is currently with the speaker. Speaker Senator Scheer assembled a
group of seven senators who were in leadership roles in the legislature. This group is meeting in a last ditch effort to reach a
compromise regarding LB720 (business incentive bill), LB1984 (funding for Nebraska Medical Center) and property tax
relief. He said they have very little information at this time. He said it does appear that they will bring an amendment to
LB720, which is anticipated to come to the floor on Wednesday. He also said this group has been tight knit. He said it sounds
like LB720 will go in as written with the exception of hard caps being added. Year one and two caps of 25 million dollars and
a 100 million dollars cap in years four and five. The growth after that would be determined based on state revenue. He said
the money for the med center would be paid out in 50 million dollars a year for six years starting in 2024.

Mr. Beyer said the early language they are seeing has much of this money being contingent upon revenue from gambling
revenue which is on the ballot for approval. Mr. Beyer said it is believed that this plan kicks the can down the road. The state
will have to find a way to fund this in the future. Mr. Beyer will keep the board informed as they learn more.

Mrs. Poole reminded the Board of future agenda items and said this is the proper time for public questions and comments on
non-agenda items. There were three requests to speak.

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Committee Meeting Minutes
August 10, 2020

The members of the Board of Education met as a Committee of the Whole on Monday, August 10, 2020 at the Don Stroh
Administration Center, 5606 South 147th Street. For public health purposes associated with COVID-19, this meeting was
held by videoconference through “ZOOM” with access available to the public and media. The Zoom link was
https://mpsomaha-org.zoom.us/j/93820446177, and was posted on the district website.

Vice President, Dave Anderson called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. Mr. Anderson announced that the open meeting act is
posted on the Millard Public Schools website and available for public inspection.

Board members present were: Stacy Jolley, Mike Kennedy, Linda Poole, Mike Pate, Amanda McGill Johnson and Dave
Anderson.

Mr. Anderson announced that the open meeting laws are posted and available for public inspection and it is now the proper
time for public questions and comments on agenda items only. There was one request to speak. The speaker chose to wait to
speak until after Mr. Meisgeier completed his presentation.

Superintendent Dr. Sutfin provided the board with an update on the first day of school. Dr. Sutfin thanked the board of
education for their support. Dr. Sutfin said there is a lot of conversation going on in the community right now. He said he and
fellow area superintendents meet with the health departments on a weekly basis all summer. He said they developed core
principles that were supported by Dr. Adi Pour. He said each district involved has had to account for their own district’s data
and respond appropriately for their district. This can look different between the districts or even a level within the district. We
are responding to a pandemic.

Dr. Sutfin said much of this information was provided at the board meeting last week. He reminded the board that the goal is
to safely open our schools and keep them open. He also mentioned the COVID-19 website that has been created as a resource
for families. He also shared many of the safety protocols in place as well as the PPE implementation that are in place.

Dr. Sutfin shared the current Douglas and Sarpy County Health Department Health Risk Dial. As well as the 7-Day averages
and case by age charts. He also shared the zip code compared to the recovery percentage report.

Dr. Sutfin said a concern for him right now is that we will have more than 2,000 students at each high school as the school
year begins. He said he is watching the data and considering a two-week, hybrid schedule strictly for high school students
due to the large volume of individuals in each school. If we do this it would be an A/B schedule where students attend
alternating every other day. On the days they are not in person, they would remotely join class. This would allow for no loss
of instructional time. These students would still have the opportunity to participate in activities and athletics.

Dr. Sutfin hopes to make a decision by this Thursday and as soon as a decision is made, it will be communicated to parents.

All six board members said they would support Dr. Sutfin’s decision if he determined the hybrid schedule would be best for
our high school students.

Mr. Anderson announced that the board will be conducting three hearings this evening:

1. A hearing on adopting the Proposed FYE21 Budget.

2. A hearing on the proposed property tax request required to fund the Proposed FYE21 Budget.

3. A hearing to amend the FYE20 bond fund only due to the 2020 bond refunding completed on July 1, 2020.

Mr. Anderson informed the public that copies of the proposed budget are available at the front of the room.

Prior to conducting the hearings, Chief Financial Officer, Chad Meisgeier, provided information relevant to the FYE21
budget. Over the last eight years, the district’s expenses and receipts increased less than 1% per year.
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Mr. Meisgeier said state aid will decrease for the 2020-21 school year. by $2.2 million dollars which is a 2.77% decrease.
Based on changes to the formula, Millard’s funding has decreased by 2.77% which is $2.2 million. This amount has been
certified for 2020-21. Mr. Meisgeier shared the combined property valuation for Douglas and Sarpy County is an estimated
increase of 7.2%. This number will be certified on August 20th before the new budget is approved and adopted by the Board.
Mr. Meisgeier shared the reduction to programs that took place in FY16, FY17, FY18 and FY19. There was no material for
FY20. There are no material proposed reductions for FY21. The projected General Fund budget for FY21 is $248 million (an
increase of 2.98%) and the FYE21 tax levy is scheduled to go down from $1.2260 to $1.2201. This is a balanced budget.

Mr. Meisgeier said to date we have spent approximately $2.3 million dollars on COVID-19 related expenses. He also said he
anticipated we will receive approximately $1.7 - $1.8 million dollars in CARES Act funding to help offset our expenses.

Mr. Anderson invited Doug Kagan of 416 South 130th Street, to the podium to speak. Mr. Kagan represented the Nebraska
Taxpayers for Freedom and stated they are in support of the proposed budget.

Mr. Beyer reminded the board that anything that passes now and the Governor
vetoes there will not be enough days left in the session to overturn the veto. Mr. Beyer said Millard, GNSA, STANCE and
NRCSA are neutral on the compromise bill.
