A meeting of the Board of Education of the School District No. 17, in the county of Douglas in the state of Nebraska was
convened in open and public session at 6:00 p.m., Tuesday, September 7, 2021, at the Don Stroh Administration Center, 5606
South 147" Street. This meeting can also be attended by videoconference through “ZOOM” with access available to the
public and media. The Zoom link was https://mpsomaha-org.zoom.us/j/91681909342, and was posted on the district website.

Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by publication in the Daily Record on Friday, September 3, 2021 a copy
of the publication is being attached to these minutes. Notice of this meeting was given to all members of the Board of
Education and a copy of their Acknowledgement of Receipt of Notice and the agenda are attached to these minutes.
Availability of the agenda was communicated in advance notice and in the notice of the Board of Education of this meeting.
All proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

President Linda Poole announced that the open meeting laws are posted and available for public inspection and asked
everyone to join in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll call was taken. Mr. Kennedy, Mr. Pate, Mr. Anderson, Mrs. Poole, Mrs. Jolley and Mrs. McGill Johnson were present.

Mrs. Poole stated that prior to taking public comments tonight, Dr. Sutfin will provide his district update and superintendent
comments.

Superintendent’s Comments and District Update
Dr. Sutfin said that he has provided a district update at every board meeting since the beginning of COVID-19. Dr. Sutfin

provided the board with an update on how the district is responding to COVID-19. Dr. Sutfin said we should expect positive
cases and quarantines. He also said we have to anticipate that we may have to temporarily require masking or close a
classroom, grade level, or school. Dr. Sutfin said masks remain strongly recommended. Dr. Sutfin asked parents to not send
students to school when sick. There is no debate that in-person instruction is best for students’ academic, emotional, and
social growth.

Dr. Sutfin said our goal remains the same, which is to keep our classrooms and schools open for in-person learning. Dr. Sutfin
said we will make decisions that keep our schools free from disruption by analyzing current cases, current cases by location,
and frequency of cases over time in a specific location.

Dr. Sutfin shared the available data from Douglas County on the 7 day rolling average, percent of cases by age groups and zip
code, hospitalization and ventilator usage. Dr. Sutfin also shared the data on the number of fully vaccinated residents.

Dr. Sutfin shared the Millard data on the total positive cases, including a breakdown by level. Dr. Sutfin also shared the
breakdown of positive cases in MPS under the age of 12 as well as above age 12.

Dr. Sutfin shared that positive case numbers information can be found on the COVID dashboard on the district website.
Positive cases by school can also be found on the website. These numbers include positive cases for students and staff. Dr.
Sutfin said to the best of his knowledge we are the only district that updates this information daily. Dr. Sutfin said we will
continue to provide this information in an effort to be fully transparent. Dr. Sutfin also shared what is not on the website.

Dr. Sutfin shared the initial guidance received from Douglas County Health regarding response to positive cases. This
guidance was used to open school. Within the first couple days of school we closed four elementary schools. Dr. Sutfin said
in response to several closed classrooms a more aggressive guidance was put in place and that is what we are currently
following. He explained the specific guidance in relation to elementary age students as well as secondary age students. Dr.
Sutfin also explained what the district is doing to combat COVID-19 within our schools.

Dr. Sutfin said the mental wellbeing of our students is a topic of discussion. Dr. Sutfin said that there is currently no statistical
correlation found between mask wearing and anxiety/depression. He said we are researching this topic. He shared many
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topics around COVID and anxiety/depression such as instability through loss (food insecurity, income, eviction, family
member) which can cause anxiety or depression.

Dr. Sufin shared our current plan. He said masking is disruptive to the classroom and hurts communication between the
teacher and students. However masking is not as disruptive as a classroom closure. Dr. Sutfin urged the community to help us
combat COVID-19. He also said if our numbers continue to grow he will discuss even stricter protocols with the Board.

Mrs. Poole announced this is the proper time for public questions and comments on agenda items only. Mrs. Poole shared
some protocols for speaking at a board of education meeting.

coming tonight. Mr. Kennedy asked parents to not send students to school if they are sick. Mr. Kennedy said he still has the
same position in regards to his feelings on masking.

Amanda McGill Johnson:

Mrs. McGill Johnson thanked everyone who came out tonight and for the emails we receive. She thanked them for the
passion they show for the well being of their children and she knows how passionate people are. She indicated she would
have preferred that we take a more preventative approach. We do all agree that we want to keep school open. She would
like everyone to take time to think about the person on the other side who has a different opinion.

Mike Pate:

Mr. Pate thanked the speakers for coming tonight and voicing their concerns. He also thanked parents for the emails and said
he has read them all. Mr. Pate said his opinion has not changed and he continues to be against government mandates. He
believes parents can make decisions for their students. Mr. Pate said he has the same goals Dr. Sutfin stated which is to keep
kids in classrooms.

Stacy Jolley:
Mrs. Jolley thanked all the people who attended tonight. She said she has read every email she has received. She knows

parents are passionate about their students. She said she has received data from both sides of the masking issue. She would
like people to not shame others who choose to wear a mask.

Mrs. Jolley said she had the opportunity to attend the Millard South Academic Honors night. She said it was exciting to be
part of the event and it was amazing to have parents in person to celebrate their students.

Dave Anderson:
Mr. Anderson thanked his fellow board members and the speakers for their input. He said he has received hundreds of emails
and he has read every one of them. Mr. Anderson said he is all about personal choice and parents making a decision for their
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own students. Mr. Anderson said his personal opinion has changed since his recent health problems with COVID. He said he
may be the swing vote. He said he will be watching the data and will do whatever is needed to keep classrooms open.

Mrs. Poole:

Mrs. Poole said she too has read every email she has received. She said it is a difficult time for everyone including those who
are the decision makers. Mrs. Poole would ask that everyone not judge others since you don’t know their family situation
around COVID and to be considerate. She said she too will continue to watch the data and do what is needed to keep students
in the classroom. Mrs. Poole said she appreciates Dr. Sutfin’s leadership.

Mr. Beyer said on September 21st a public interim hearing will take place on LR230 which is Senator Murman’s to examine
a potential constitutional amendment to limit property taxation to residential property only.

Mr. Beyer said the school finance committee has been meeting. He said the general consensus is that nothing is getting done.
They do anticipate a bill to come out of the committee that they all agree upon.

Mrs. Poole reminded the Board of future agenda items and said this is the proper time for public questions and comments.

Mrs. Poole announced that the open meeting laws are
posted and available for public inspection and it is now the proper time for public questions and comments on agenda items
only. There was one request to speak. Jennifer Ficek of 10765 Suffolk Cir spoke against masks.

Board members present were: Amanda McGill Johnson, Linda Poole, Stacy Jolley, Mike Pate, and Mike Kennedy.
Summer Projects Report
Chief Financial Officer Chad Meisgeier, welcomed back Support Services General Manager, Steve Mainelli.

Support Services General Manager, Steve Mainelli, shared that the 2020 bond was broken down into six categories. Tonight's
presentation will be on the proposed 2022 summer projects only. The six categories are:

Safety & Security (e.g. WHS Secure Vestibule)

Major Renovations (e.g. Cody & Norris)

Furniture Replacement (e.g. Student Desks)

Mech / Elec Capital Eq. Repl. (e.g. WHS Chiller Repl.)
Energy Efficiency (e.g. NHS Int. Lighting Improvements )
Summer Projects (e.g. Roofing, Intercom, Fire Alarm, etc.)

Mr. Mainelli provided the District Facilities current summary of statistics. He said our total number of facilities is 38 and the
average age of the facilities is 40 years. The total value of the facilities is at $700,000,000. Mr. Mainelli also shared the
historical funding for summer projects.

Mr. Mainelli reported on several of the 2021 summer projects and also explained how the cost categories are defined.

Exterior renovations would include roofing projects at Neihardt elementary, and South High and West High. Also included
would be weatherproofing at North High and West High Schools. Exterior doors repairs will be completed district wide.

Interior renovations include elevator upgrades, stage rigging equipment and smoke evacuation doors at several schools.

P.E. and athletics have a list of projects that will be bid on. Mr. Mainelli shared those projects including the Andersen Middle
School track replacement and the replacement of gym backboards at South High. Also discussed were the Gym floor
refinishing at South High, Tennis court replacement at South High as well as irrigation repairs at West High. Also on this list

is the replacement of several elementary basketball goals.

In the area of electrical and mechanical, the RTU units will be replaced at Morton and North Middle. Intercoms will be
replaced at Disney and Holling Heights and exterior lighting at North Middle.

Paving and concrete projects include dock replacement at Wheeler and paving to Rohwer.
Mr. Mainelli shared that last year they went out early and this allowed us to secure company early.
The all-in budget target for 2021 is $6,000,000. The current total estimate project requests is $5,908,845. Chad Meisgeier

reminded the board of the other in-progress or scheduled Bond Interior Renovation Projects (Norris, CMS, Cather, Sandoz,
Hitchcock, SHS) that will take place over the summer of 2022.
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Strategic Plan Update

Superintendent Dr. Sutfin said the group presenting tonight have done an exceptional job with the strategic plan. He said
tonight we will also talk about the recovery plan.

Assistant Superintendent for Leadership, Planning & Evaluation Dr. Kim Saum-Mills shared the implementation history of
Millard’s strategic Plan. Dr. Saum-Mills said that it takes many internal and external stakeholders to plan and implement this
plan. The current strategic plan was written in 2017-18 and implementation began in 2018-19. The strategic plan will be
updated in summer 2022.

Dr. Kim Saum-Mills said the following strategies are completed:1.1, 1.2, 2.1, 2.3 and 3.2. She said strategies 2.2 and 3.1 are
underway. Associate Superintendent of Educational Services Dr. Heather Phipps shared that strategy 2.1 was to expand
educational opportunities for students through virtual learning. She said she is proud of how forward thinking we were and
said we had this strategy in place before COVID-19. This really helped us to have the infrastructure in place to handle remote
learning that was required due to COVID-19. Dr. Heather Phipps said strategy 2.2 is being achieved this year and aligns with
our recovery plan. This strategy is to maximize personalized learning to meet the diverse academic needs of all students.

Director of Secondary Education Dr. Tony Weers gave an update on strategy 2.3, which is expanding career and technical
education and readiness opportunities to students.

Director of Student Service Bill Jelkin said strategy 3.1 focused on behavioral and mental health needs of our students and
expanding mental health support systems. Mr. Bill Jelkin said some of the work done was creating a behavioral coaching
model via MTSS with our counselors, psychologists and social workers. This group focuses on strengthening the connections
between school-based and community-based mental health supports.

Dr. Heather Phipps said strategy 3.2 expands on 3.1, with a focus on alternative education opportunities for our at risk
students. She said the MTSS process is used to complete assessments for students and determine if a student needs additional
support. Dr. Heather Phipps said an example of this work includes the development of Millard’s own Tier 3 placement in
partnership with Ombudsman. This allows us to keep our students in the district for services, with the goal being to transition
them back to the classroom.

Dr. Saum-Mills shared that continuous improvement is part of this process. She reminded the board of the NE Frameworks
visit in 2018. She said this group provided great feedback that we refer back to as we develop future site plans as well as our
strategic plan. Dr. Kim Saum-Mills also provided an update of the 2020-21 site plans.

Dr. Saum-Mills shared the themes for recovery that were gathered from stakeholders. She said they came up with four themes
and this is how they built their plan for recovery. Dr. Saum-Mills shared the four themes of focus which are:

Learning Recovery PK-8

Learning & Credit Recovery 9-12

Student Mental Wellness

Staff Recovery (Recruit, Induct, Retain High Quality Staff and Staff Mental Wellness)

Andy DeFreece, Director of Early Childhood & Elementary Education shared information about the Learning Recovery PK-8
plan. This plan is based on reuniting, renewing and thriving. Mr. Andy DeFreece said we reunited this fall with our kids and
focused on a sense of belonging while being surrounded by caring adults. We will renew our work in standards based
instruction and assessment. And finally, we will get back to thriving by making sure all of our school buildings have the
systems in place to be responsive to our kids. A couple of these examples are our MTSS and PLC systems. The September
7th teacher work day really allowed for teachers to dive into the data to better assist students during the recovery process.

The second plan described is Learning & Credit Recovery 9-12. Dr. Tony Weers is leading the planning efforts with this
plan. Recovery 9-12 is focused on three themes:
Credit recovery for students that have failed courses and become credit deficient.
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Ensuring students maintain the academic rigor of AP/ACT/Academic culture and are selecting a plan of study appropriately
rigorous.
Providing resources for high school teachers to understand potential disruptions to learning students may have experienced
from the previous course in the 9-12 sequence.

Director of Special Education, Dr. Terry Houlton said student mental wellness and well--being have been a big focus and we
are leaning back into the systems developed through the work of strategy 3.1. Mental health training is being implemented
for all staff by the use of the ClassroomWISE system. Other supports being used are the use of MTSS-Behavior Tool Kit,
Behavior Data Digs, Behavior Coaches Professional Learning, K-8 Responsive Classroom.

-Director of Leadership and Learning Dr. Todd Tripple provided information on the final thetreplan. This plan has 2 focus
areas. One is to support our “new to the profession” staff. Due to COVID-19, many new staff members will have had a
limited pre-service experience, missing out on face-to-face practicums and student teaching. New staff members will have
missed opportunities to set up a physical classroom, establish classroom routines and procedures, foster a physical learning
environment, and practice classroom management. The other focus in this plan is the wellbeing of our staff members. Some
highlights of this plan include use of floater subs and the well-being resource site.

District COVID Update

Dr. Sutfin provided a district COVID update on how the district is responding to COVID-19. Dr. Sutfin said we verify every
positive case. Dr. Sutfin said Harvey Oaks Elementary School is an area of concern. They currently have 21 positive cases.
This accounts for % of the current positive cases. Dr. Sutfin said the contact tracing of Harvey Oaks cases has been hard. One
classroom has ten cases and that classroom has been closed. Six additional classrooms are currently masked. Harvey Oaks
has approximately 300 students.

Dr. Sutfin said that some of the positive cases at Harvey Oaks are siblings or students who were in the closed classroom.
These students did not present symptoms until they were already under -quarantine. This reduces the exposure level at
Harvey Oaks. Dr. Sutfin said we are headed towards an entire school mask mandate for 14-28 days at Harvey Oaks. Dr.
Sutfin shared that we are waiting on guidance from Douglas County Health.

Dr. Sutfin also reminded the board that there are 533 sections of elementary in the district and we are only dealing with
positive cases in a couple of them. With the exception of Harvey Oaks, our numbers look good.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:50 p.m.

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COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into by and between the Educational Paraprofessional
Association of Millard, hereinafter referred to as EPAM, and School District Number 17, Douglas
County, also known as the Millard School District, hereinafter referred to as the District.

ARTICLE I
Recognition

The District recognizes EPAM as the sole and exclusive bargaining agent for all full-time and part-time
hourly employees employed by the District in the following job classifications: (1) general educational
paraprofessionals; (2) orthopedic educational paraprofessionals; (3) preschool educational paraprofessionals; and (4)
special education paraprofessionals.

ARTICLE II
Management Rights

Section 1. The management and direction of the District and direction of the employees covered by this
agreement, including the right to hire, fire, suspend, discharge, make assignments of work, transfer employees, to
change job assignments, to determine hours of work and all other acts and actions related to the administration and
direction of the employees covered by this agreement are vested exclusively in the District; and the District specifically
reserves all rights and prerogatives not abridged, delegated, or amended by the terms of this Contract.

Section 2. The District shall not discriminate against any employee covered by the agreement because of
sex, disability, race, color, national or ethnic origin, religion, age, marital status, political affiliation or participation
or nonparticipation in any organizations, as set forth in District Policies and Rules, local laws, the laws of the State of
Nebraska, and the laws of the United States.

ARTICLE Il
Wages

(a) Forthe 2021-22 school year, the District shall pay to each employee employed by the District during the
2020-21 school year a base wage increase of 5.62%%. Pay raises will be effective with the first October payroll date
in 2021.

(b) Each employee assigned by the District to work in the critical needs areas set forth below and other
critical needs areas determined by the District will receive a stipend. Stipends shall be paid only if the critical needs
assignment is the sole assignment of the paraprofessional and shall not be paid for temporary, substitute, or “fill in
work” done by paraprofessionals. In the event the critical needs area is assigned to an employee, but is not the sole
assignment for the paraprofessional, the District may: (1) pay no stipend; (2) pay the full stipend; or (3) split the
available stipend among multiple employees. Each stipend referenced in this paragraph shall be above his or her
regular base wage for each hour worked. In order to receive the stipend for working in a VI classroom, the eligible
paraprofessional must be fluent in Braille. Identification of such assignments will be solely at the discretion of the
District. The stipend will be removed if and when the employee is reassigned to a non-qualified position or if the
District determines that the assignment no longer qualifies for such a stipend. Critical needs area stipends shall be as
follows:

(i)  $2.75 per hour for each employee assigned to BD and ACP;
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(i)  $1.25 per hour for each employee assigned to a VI classroom
(iii)  25¢ per hour for each employee assigned by the District to a Title | building or program;
(iv)  25¢ per hour for each employee assigned by the District to a health room;

(v)  An amount between 25¢ per hour and $1.00 per hour as determined by the District for other
critical needs area stipends.

(c) Minimum pay for the 2021-22 school year shall be $12.41 per hour and maximum pay shall be $18.75
per hour plus applicable stipends.

(d) Each paraprofessional who completes 36 clock hours of District approved training prior to March 1,
2022 shall receive a training stipend wage increase. The training stipend wage increase shall equal a two percent (2%)
increase. A paraprofessional may request the training stipend by completing the District’s Application for Training
Stipend for Paraprofessionals. The building principal and a personnel administrator must approve the application.
Training hours must have been completed within 48 months of the date of application. Each paraprofessional is
limited to one training stipend wage increase every three years (e.g. each paraprofessional who received a training
stipend in 2019-20 or in 2020-21 shall not be eligible for a training stipend in 2021-22). Each year is defined as a
school year. Each employee who is required by his or her supervisor to attend training shall be paid while at training.
If the required training is scheduled outside the employee’s normal work hours, the employee may receive additional
hours of pay or the employee’s schedule may be flexed during the week training takes place. Each employee who
elects to attend training which is not required by the supervisor shall do so on his or her own time and shall not be
paid for these hours by the district. A paraprofessional and a supervisor may agree in advance that the employee will
participate in training “off-the-clock™ (without pay) with the cost of the tuition paid by the supervisor. In these cases,
the paraprofessional must agree to reimburse the District should he or she fail to complete the training. Of the 36
hours, no more than ten (10) hours may be for personal wellness activities related to fitness, exercise, or diet. All
remaining hours must be directly related to the paraprofessional’s job responsibilities. Any hours earned after March
1, 2022 or submitted to the District after March 1, 2022 shall not receive a training stipend wage increase.

(e) In the event an employee is assigned to substitute for another paraprofessional or assigned additional
hours, the employee shall be paid his/her normal rate of pay.

ARTICLE IV
Insurance

Each paraprofessional who is employed at least 20 hours per week or more shall be eligible to participate in
the Health, Dental, and Life insurance Plans provided by the District. For eligible paraprofessionals, the District
shall pay 60 percent (60%) of the amount of the District premium contribution levels in the Agreement with the
Millard Education Association for health and dental. The District contribution amount shall be dependent upon the
plan option elected by the paraprofessional and shall include a proportionate increased premium contribution for
voluntary participation in the District’s wellness program. Participation in the District’s health and dental plan shall
be contingent upon the eligible employee electing participation, agreeing to pay, and actually paying the remainder
of the elected health premium.

The policies, procedures, implementation, amendments to, and all decisions related to the wellness program
shall be the responsibility of the District.

In the event the District cancels the wellness program, the District shall calculate premiums for the 2022-23
year based on the employee’s 2021-22 participation or non-participation in the program.

The District will pay the full premium for basic $50,000 term life coverage.
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ARTICLE V
Hours of Work

Each employee shall be paid for each hour or fraction thereof the employee works. The normal workday
shall not be more than eight (8) hours. The normal workweek shall not exceed forty (40) hours. Each employee
required to work beyond forty (40) hours in one week shall be compensated for each hour in excess of forty (40) hours
at the rate of one and one-half the employee's normal hourly rate.

Each employee is to work those hours as requested by the Principal and approved by the Human Resources
Office. Actual hours worked shall be recorded accurately through a time clock or on time cards issued by the Payroll
Office. Except for emergency situations, reasonable advanced notice shall be given to the employee if the employee
is required to work beyond 5:00 p.m. on any given day. Employees shall not be required to take work home unless
the work at home and the hourly payment for the work at home is approved by the building administrator.

In the event an employee is required to work more hours than his or her normal work day, employer may
schedule an equal number of hours off during the same work week and the timecard or timeclock for such employee
shall reflect the actual hours worked for each day by each employee.

Each employee who is employed five (5) hours or more per day shall be given a lunch period of at least one-
half (0.5) hour, unless the administrator supervisor determines that a lunch period is not feasible due to the need to
ensure continuous supervision of students. Such lunch period shall be without pay and the employee shall be free to
leave the premises during such period. In the event a lunch period is not afforded, the paraprofessional shall be paid
for the actual hours worked.

Each employee will receive one (1) fifteen (15) minute paid-break per four (4) hours worked. All breaks,
including the lunch period, must be scheduled and approved by the principal or designee. Breaks shall not be taken
within one (1) hour of the beginning or end of the shift and such breaks may not be used to extend the lunch period.
Breaks shall be on-premises so the employee is available for general supervision of students if the need arises.

ARTICLE VI
Holidays

Each Employee covered by this Contract shall be granted time off with pay for the following seven (7)
holidays subject to the conditions hereinafter set forth:

Labor Day

Thanksgiving

Friday following Thanksgiving

December 25

New Years Day

One day during Spring Break (actual date determined annually by the Superintendent)

Memorial Day (if Memorial Day is after the end of the contract year, paraprofessionals will get paid as if it
were within the contract year).

(@) The employee will be given the same amount of time off with pay equal to the work-hours scheduled had
the day not been a holiday.

(b) Anemployee must be employed by the District twenty (20) working days immediately prior to the holiday
to be eligible for holiday pay; provided, however, the twenty (20) working days may include days of paid leave; and,
provided further, the twenty (20) working days immediately prior to Labor Day may include working days
immediately prior to the end of the previous school year.
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ARTICLE VII
Paid Leave

(@) At the conclusion of each bi-weekly pay period covered by this agreement, each employee shall earn
paid leave equal to one-half (1/2) the average daily hours scheduled per day in a five (5) day work week, and further
be allowed any unused and accumulated leave from the previous year to a maximum total of 336 hours of leave with
pay. Paid leave shall be credited at the end of each employee’s first 18 bi-weekly pay periods covered by this
agreement. Paid leave may be used for personal illness, illness of a member of the employee’s immediate family
(ten days per school-year maximum), death of a member of the employee’s immediate family (four days per
occurrence maximum), and business and emergency leave (three days per school-year maximum). Rules for use of
leave can be found in Board Policy 4510 and related Board Rules.

(b) Upon resignation from employment or retirement, the District shall pay to any employee covered by
this agreement for half of the employee's unused paid leave hours in excess of 40 hours; provided such
resignation/retirement does not occur between July 1 and October 1. No payment shall be made for the first 40
hours of unused paid leave.

(c) After payroll has been processed for the 1st bi-weekly pay period in October, each employee who is
actively employed by the district on that date and who, as of that date, has unused paid leave in excess of two
hundred fifty (250) hours shall be reimbursed for those hours in excess of two hundred fifty (250) hours. The
employee's leave accumulation shall then be reduced to 250 hours. The District shall establish procedures for
reimbursement.

(d) The rate of reimbursement for hours pursuant to paragraph (b) or (c) of Section VII of this Agreement
shall be at $10.00 per hour.

ARTICLE VIII
Miscellaneous

Each employee covered by this Contract shall be entitled to all the applicable rights and privileges of the
employees of the District as set forth in Board Policies and Board Rules.

ARTICLE IX
Inclement Weather

Each employee covered by this Contract will comply with the following procedures whenever there is an
official closing of the Millard Public Schools by the Superintendent because of inclement weather:

(a) When staff are instructed to report to work, each covered employee will be expected to report to work
and will be paid for each hour or fraction thereof the employee works.

(b) When staff is instructed not to report to work, each covered employee will not report to work and will
not be paid. Each covered employee will be allowed the option to make up any time missed from work; provided,
however, the covered employee follows administrative directions concerning the employee’s responsibility to report
to work; and provided the time and date of make-up shall be with the approval of the administration.

ARTICLE X
Term of Contract

This agreement shall be in full force and effect from August 1, 2021 through July 31, 2022.

e Products became more available which allowed us to widen our options for
different cleaning equipment and products.

e \entilation processes have been altered since the beginning of the
pandemic to maximize the amount of outside air being brought into the
buildings (generally running our systems 24/7) and to ensure we have the
highest rated filters that our systems can handle. Those processes remain
in place today and will continue for the foreseeable future.

We moved from our previous Disinfectant to a Cleaner/Disinfectant Solution. Both
were food-safe and EPA-Approved. The new product is a 2021 Edison Award
Winner for Covid-19 Innovation. It is a no-rinse, 2-in-1 food contact surface
cleaner sanitizer with a 15-second SARS-CoV-2 kill claim and a 30-second
Norovirus Kill claim.

Cost Savings Benefit:

Last year, we acquired the products that did the job and there were few products
available. As the situations changed and more products became available, we
began to explore our options.

What this means is that we were able to obtain a great product and take
advantage of cost savings.

Our previous solution: $16.36 per gallon (Ready to Use)
Our current solution: $0.13 cents per gallon (Concentrate)

Last year, we used approximately 12,800 gallons of Bioesque at an approximate
cost of $209,408. Using the new product, we estimate total annual costs at less
than $2,000.
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ADDITIONAL SAVINGS

We moved to universal paper products. Until now, some products varied by
school.

We were also looking for a “green” solution.

We created a relationship with Georgia-Pacific through the work of our local
vendor and came up with a solution:

Going forward, we will no longer throw away the soap refills bottles. We will reuse them.
Last year, we used approximately 4,780 containers of soap.

This is another effective GREEN solution.
