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Reports:

2020 Bond Budgeting Update
Chief Financial Officer Chad Meisgeier provided the board with an update on the 2020 Bond projects. This report was
requested by the board due to the material inflationary increases in construction projects we have seen recently. Mr. Meisgeier
provided current totals in terms of projects coming in over or under budgets. He said we currently estimate our projects to be
a total of $1.47 million under budget.

Mr. Meisgeier said as high projected inflation is likely to continue, we anticipate that more future projects will come in higher
than budget, especially those originally budgeted in 2019 prior to this period of heightened construction inflation. Mr.
Meisgeier shared several strategies on how the district intends to move forward.

Insurance Report
The District has engaged the services of the FNIC (formerly Harry A. Koch Company) as its insurance consultant.  Each year,
the consultant makes a report to the Board and addresses any questions the board members may have.  Bill Unger,
representative with FNIC, was available to give a short presentation.

2021-22 Transfer-Option Report
Director of Student Services Bill Jelkin provided a current year snapshot of accepted options and transfers for the current
2021-22 school year. The report provided the total numbers and transfers approved as of December 13, 2021.

Legislative Report
Executive Director of Activities, Athletics & External Affairs Nolan Beyer provided the board with a legislative update. Mr.
Beyer said Wednesday, January 5, 2022 will be the first day of the 60 day session. Nolan Beyer said they hoped to have bill
language for what is being referred to as the  “Columbus” State Aid Plan. However due to staffing changes in the bill drafting
office we have not received the bill language.

Mr. Beyer said the first ten days will be used for bill introductions and public hearings are anticipated to begin January 18,
2022. Mr. Beyer said there are some concerns about time since this is a short session and a budget needs to be passed for the
allocation of the federal CARES funding. The speaker has urged Senators to designate bills early.

District COVID Update
Dr. Sutfin provided a district COVID update on how the district is responding to COVID-19. Dr. Sutfin said he is continually
asked and pushed on if he will bring a mask mandate request to the Board of Education. He said as you can see this is not an
action item and there is no mask mandate request.

Dr. Sutfin said he is not either pro-mask mandate or anti-mask mandate. Dr. Sutfin said he is pro-community response. Dr.
Sutfin said it can not be expected for the school district to fight COVID-19 on its own. He said it is in favor of anything that
aligns our community.  Dr. Sutfin said the community exists outside of the schools as much as it does inside. Dr. Sutfin said
over winter break he observed very few masks in the community.  He said asking the kids to wear masks at school under a
mask mandate when they don’t wear them anywhere else is not going to stop the spread of COVID-19.

Dr. Sutfin shared the current vaccination rates in our community as well as the daily positive cases above age 12 and below
age 12. Dr. Sutfin shared what the district will continue to do in response of COVID-19. Such as, we will continue to
communicate with families and urge them to talk with their physicians. He said we will continue to host vaccine clinics in
coordination with DC health. Dr. Sutfin also said we will recommend masks in accordance with CDC and Douglas County
Health recommendations.

Dr. Sutfin explained the changes to the preschool and elementary school protocols. Dr. Sutfin talked about the added
pressure on teachers to catch students up after remote learning and keeping them caught up with classroom closures and
quarantines. Dr. Sutfin said the main goal is to keep students in class and the workforce needed to staff our building. Dr.
Sutfin said the district will not track COVID vaccination status unless required to do so by the DHHS or the Legislature. Dr.
Sutfin also said he will continue to keep the board informed.

Legislative Update
Executive Director of Activities, Athletics & External Affairs Nolan Beyer provided the board with a legislative update.
Mr. Beyer said today is day 4 of the 60 day session. Mr. Beyer shared key dates with the board and said today debates began.
Mr. Beyer said today Legislative Resolution 14 advanced today. Mr. Beyer said this bill has been brought several times in the
past with little momentum so it was a bit surprising that it advanced.

Mr. Beyer said that Senator Linahan has prioritized LB 364 from last session, which is the opportunity scholarships bill. This
bill now moves towards the top. Since Senator Linahan used her personal priority bill for this year on last year's bill and it
will be on the floor within the next few days. Mr. Beyer said they are working on a vote count currently. He reminded the
board that last year they had 18 votes against and they needed 17. If this bill doesn’t pass then there is the possibility that a
similar bill could be introduced and be made a committee priority bill.   Mr. Beyer said they will prepare senators for a
filibuster which is 8 hours again this year.

Mr. Beyer shared the following important dates with the board:
● January 13th - Governor Ricketts State of the State Address.
● January 18th - Public hearings begin.
● February 17th - Last Day to submit a letter requesting a Speaker priority bill. The Speaker gets 25 of these.
● February 22nd - Last Day for Committee and Senator Priority Bill Designation.
● February 28th - Economic Forecasting board meets.
● March 3rd - Last day of hearings.

Mr. Beyer said there are some concerns about time since this is a short session and a budget needs to be passed for the
allocation of the federal CARES funding.

Mr. Beyer said they are watching two bills very closely. They are:
● LB890 - Tax Equity and Educational Opportunities Support Act which is the bill to replace TESSOA.
● LB891 - Change the distribution of sales tax revenue, school levy limitations, and other tax and school provisions.

Network & Cyber Security
Executive Director of Technology Dr. Kent Kingston provided the board with a technology update. He introduced Director of
Digital Learning Dr. Curtis Case and Technology Manager Mr. Joe Kuehl.

Dr. Kingston and Mr. Kuehl shared several disaster recovery measures that have been implemented. Some of these include:
● Centralized Server Architecture - Centralizing the server at RWSSC.
● Disaster Recovery Site at ESU #3 where servers are backed up.
● Secondary Internet Link at RWSSC which will provide internet access if internet is unavailable though ESU #3.

On December 21, 2021, bids were received for the above referenced project at the MPS Support Services Center. Per the 
attached bid tabulation sheet, two (2) bids were received with a low bid of $148,000 from Cormaci Construction.

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Summary of 2021 Graduating Seniors Exit Survey

Background

Every Millard Public Schools graduating senior is asked to participate in the Exiting Senior Survey.
This survey, completed through Naviance, includes questions regarding participation in extracurricular
activities, plans for the future, and if they believe they are prepared for those upcoming opportunities.
Ninety-four percent of the students completing the survey attended Millard Public Schools for 4 years
or more, up from 88% last year.

The Class of 2021 was unique in that their entire senior year was spent in the midst of the COVID-19
global pandemic. The amount of technology usage reported by this class increased greatly with 94% of
students reporting using school issued devices to not only search for information related to class but
also to present during class. This group of students also reported a lower percentage of traditional
college exploration experiences such as visiting colleges, attending career fairs, and meeting with
college recruiters.  The percent of students applying for financial aid and scholarships increased as did
the percentage of students planning to attend a career or technical school.

Extra-Curricular Participation and Employment

The majority of graduating seniors indicated they had participated in at least one extracurricular activity
while in high school such as sports, music, clubs, etc. The percentage of students participating in these
activities remained similar to the previous year.

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8-9th Transition Survey Class of 2024
District Summary

Background

The 8-9th Transition Survey was developed in the fall of 2018 by a team of middle school and high
school administrators, teachers, and counselors to gather feedback from students as they transition from
middle school to high school.  The survey is administered using the Naviance-Family Connections
Survey tool and intended to be taken in the spring of the 9th grade year. Total number of surveys
completed was 1310.

Academic Planning and Success

Academic skills and planning are an important part of the transition from 8th-9th grade.  According to the
survey responses, students reported that middle school prepared them for study skills such as
completing homework, seeking help, practicing independently, and studying for a test or quiz.

The majority of students also reported their skills in Writing, Reading, Mathematics, Science and Social
Studies were adequate to be successful in high school.  Speaking was the skill students ranked the
lowest. Students reported being very prepared to use technology for working/learning, and less prepared
to use technology for  college and career planning, creating a resume, and searching for jobs/completing
applications.

Sixty-seven percent of the 9th grade students who responded indicated they spent 1-5 hours per week
on homework in middle school. Seventy-nine percent of students reported checking grades at least
weekly while in middle school.
